ADDITIONAL DETAILS –  BOTH EVENTS

A note for Players with no ATP Singles Ranking

The ITF regulations regarding acceptance for Satellite Circuits and Futures events utilize a national ranking procedure to determine the make up of an event, following the use of ATP computer rankings.  It has been confirmed by the ITF that this procedure includes players on the ITF’s published national rankings list and also “players without a computer ranking from countries which do not produce national rankings (such as the USA) who should all be treated as equally ranked”.

In effect this means that when more players sign-on than there are places in the draw:

· All players from countries who have advised the ITF that they do not produce a national ranking list, have their name placed against a numbered draw chip and participate in the draw-by-lot, with nationally ranked players.

· For all other countries with national rankings, an equivalent number of chips to players from that country are placed in a draw under the name of the country.  Should such a chip come out, the highest nationally ranked player from that country shall be included in the draw.

· Other players than those above have a lower acceptance priority order.

This is relevant to the upcoming Tennis Australia tournaments and other tournaments around the world.

PRACTICE BALLS



As per ITF Men’s Circuit Rule Book 2002, “A minimum of three (3) used balls per day for practice must be available free of charge to each player accepted into the Main Draw from the day prior to the commencement of Main Draw until he is eliminated”.

Please Note:

Used practice balls will be available for both qualifying players as well as Main Draw players, HOWEVER, for week 1, in Beaumaris, players will need to organise their own practice balls prior to the day before Qualifying.  For week 2, in Frankston, used balls from the Beaumaris tournament will be transported to Frankston and available from the first day of qualifying.  Players wishing to practice in Frankston prior to first day qualifying, will again, need to organise their own practice balls.

Circuit officials will not have practice balls available at the venues prior to day one of qualifying.

SINGLES MAIN DRAW WILDCARD – AUSTRALIAN OPEN 2003

The President of Tennis Australia, who is also the Chairman of the Australian Open (AO) 2003 Management Committee, has agreed to award an Australian Open Main Draw Uncle Tobys wildcard to the highest placed Australian over ALL the Uncle Tobys Tour events for the year 2002.

The highest placed Australian, ie. the top ATP Tour points winner from the combination of ALL Uncle Tobys Tour events for the year 2002 will receive the Uncle Tobys Australian Open wild card.


Should this player not eventually require the Uncle Tobys wildcard, it will go to the next highest placed Australian, and so              on.

Ties between two (2) or more players shall be broken by the first of the following procedures that does so:

Highest approved computer ranking at the completion of the Uncle Tobys Tour.

3.
A coin flip or drawn by lot.

Any Australian player who accumulates during these Uncle Tobys Tour events, fines of US$400 or more will not be eligible to receive the Uncle Tobys Australian Open wildcard.

Housing Guidelines for Players

If you are granted housing, please remember that you are a guest of your host family.  They have offered to “house” you because you are a professional tennis player and they would like to get to know you.  Please be polite and communicate with your family.  You may be asked the same questions each week, but please remain patient and courteous.  You are a guest and should abide by your family’s house rules.  The following are some guidelines to help make your housing experience a pleasant one.

Eligibility for Housing

Limited housing is available for Main Draw and Qualifying players only.  Housing is not available for coaches, parents or companions of players.  Please DO NOT ask host families to house people who may be travelling with you as it puts the family in an awkward position.

Players Under 18 Years of Age

It is highly recommended that if you are under 18 years of age your parent or guardian makes contact with the host family prior to or on the first day of arrival.  The purpose of this contact is to establish a communication channel between the families to issues such as going out during the tournament, etc.

Length of Stay

Length of stay is at the discretion of the host family, although once you have been eliminated from the tournament you are not expected to stay unless invited to do so.

Cost & Payment Procedure

· For housing organised by the tournament, each NIGHT stayed will cost players AUS$10.
· The cost of seven (7) nights housing, ie. $70  is required to be paid to the venue Housing Co-ordinator, as follows;

Qualifiers 
– AT SIGN-IN

Main Draw – DAY OF ARRIVAL or BEFORE YOU PLAY YOUR FIRST MATCH
· Ensure you have the $70 CASH for payment, as prizemoney deductions WILL NOT be accepted.

· The venue Housing Co-ordinator will make payment to your host family.

· For nights not stayed, players are responsible for obtaining reimbursement from the venue Housing Co-ordinator, or representative, at the applicable venue, and not after.  Similarly, if players stay longer than seven (7) nights, the player will be responsible for paying the additional money to the venue Housing Co-ordinator.

Transportation

Your host is NOT responsible for driving you to and from the tournament venue.  Do not expect to be driven to the movies, shops, etc.  Do not ask to borrow a car.  This is not recommended by Tennis Australia and puts your host in a difficult position.

Meals

Your host should provide breakfast, possibly dinner, but not lunch for you.  Don’t be afraid to offer to help with the cooking/preparation when eating with the family and, being a guest, you may be expected to eat when the rest of the family eats.  Remember – good manners never go astray!

Laundry
Laundry facilities should be made available to you.  You will be expected to do your own laundry.

Telephone

Do not make any telephone calls without permission, especially long distance.  All long distance telephone calls must be credit card or collect calls.  Please limit the use of the telephone.

General Rules

DO NOT

•
engage in any illegal acts at any time or place during the tournament. 

•
invite visitors to the house, without the prior permission of your host family.

•
consume alcohol or smoke cigarettes in the house without the permission of the host family.

•
create loud noise after 9:00pm.

•
engage in any activity that may cause damage to the house or property of your host family.

DO

•
obtain name, address and telephone of your family, and keep it with you at all times in case of emergency.

•
advise your family of your movements whilst away from the house.  They must have an idea of your whereabouts in case of an emergency.  If arriving home late, or leaving early, you should communicate this to 
your family in person or write a short note.

•
keep all areas used in the house as clean as before you used them. 

•
make your bed and assist your family where possible.

•
make sure you write a "thank you" note.  A small gift would also be thoughtful, but this is left to your 
discretion.

•
advise Tournament Staff if you have any problems with your host family.

•    act in a professional and friendly manner at all times.
