ADDITIONAL DETAILS – ALL EVENTS

A note for Players with no ATP Singles Ranking

The ITF regulations regarding acceptance for Satellite Circuits and Futures events utilize a national ranking procedure to determine the make up of an event, following the use of ATP computer rankings.  It has been confirmed by the ITF that this procedure includes players on the ITF’s published national rankings list and also “players without a computer ranking from countries which do not produce national rankings (such as the USA) who should all be treated as equally ranked”.

In effect this means that when more players sign-on than there are places in the draw:

· All players from countries who have advised the ITF that they do not produce a national ranking list, have their name placed against a numbered draw chip and participate in the draw-by-lot, with nationally ranked players. 

· For all other countries with national rankings, an equivalent number of chips to players from that country are placed in a draw under the name of the country.  Should such a chip come out, the highest nationally ranked player from that country shall be included in the draw.

· Other players than those above have a lower acceptance priority order.

This is relevant to the upcoming Tennis Australia tournaments and other tournaments around the world.

As this Circuit has a 128 qualifying draw, please note the following:

It is your responsibility to contact the ITF Men's Circuit Department (ph: + 44 20 8878 6464 or fax: + 44 20 8392 4777) to confirm your status in the Main Draw/Qualifying.  Tennis Australia or the ITF will not call a player if he moves into the main draw.

Visa Information:
· Visas are required by all persons entering Australia who do not hold an Australian or New Zealand passport. Visa requests may be made at the applicant's nearest overseas Australian mission.

· Players, coaches and managers of players - a Temporary Business Entry Visa (sub-class 456) is available for either a single stay of one month, or a stay of three months with multiple entry over a period of five years with a maximum of ten years depending on passport validity.  

· Other visitors travelling with players can apply for a Tourist Visa.

Players who do not get accepted into qualifying, must obtain a refund for that week on-site the same week from the Tournament Director. Players are not entitled to refunds for weeks they do not sign in for, unless an on-site medical certificate can be produced. 

Refunds will not be sent or paid to players after the completion of each event/circuit.


Players who qualify and move into main draw will have their entry fee returned.

PRACTICE BALLS



As per ITF Men’s Circuit Rule Book 2002, “A minimum of three (3) used balls per day for practice must be available free of charge to each player accepted into the Main Draw from the day prior to the commencement of Main Draw until he is eliminated”.

Please Note:

Used practice balls will be available for both qualifying players as well as Main Draw players, HOWEVER, for week 1, at University of Queensland, players will need to organise their own practice balls prior to day one of Qualifying.  For week 2, at Coops, used balls from the University of Queensland tournament will be transported to Coops and available from the first day of qualifying.  Players wishing to practice at Coops prior to the first day of qualifying, will need to organise their own practice balls.

Circuit officials will not have practice balls available at the venues prior to day one of qualifying.


HOSPITALITY - MAIN DRAW PLAYERS TO NOTE
This circuit is US $25,000 + H which means that Main Draw Players only are provided with a per diem for hospitality.

Tennis Australia will reimburse all main draw singles players for the cost of bed and breakfast (as indicated) from Sunday, (two nights before singles main draw commences) and main draw doubles players from Monday evening (or two nights before doubles main draw commences) until the day that you are out of the event eg. defeated singles and doubles on Friday - Friday night accommodation is paid for.

For this Circuit, Tennis Australia and the ITF have approved an amount of A$35.00 per night for accommodation.  This amount will not vary from week to week. You will be reimbursed this amount at the time you receive your prizemoney.  

Main Draw players will not be forwarded a separate sheet listing hotels.  Hotels are listed on the Circuit Player Information Sheet.

NOTE – NEW CONDITIONS – 1 WILD CARD

SINGLES MAIN DRAW WILDCARD – AUSTRALIAN OPEN 2003

The President of Tennis Australia, who is also the Chairman of the Australian Open (AO) 2003 Management Committee, has agreed to award an Australian Open Main Draw wildcard to the highest placed Australian over ALL the Uncle Tobys Tour events for the year 2002.

The highest placed Australian, ie. the top  ATP Tour points winners from the combination of ALL Uncle Tobys Tour events for the year 2002, will receive the wildcard.


Should this player not eventually require the wildcard, it will go to the next highest placed Australian, and so on.

PRIVATE 
Should a tie for the top placed Australian occur, the following method, based on ITF Circuit regulations, will be used to establish the recipient.

Ties between two (2) or more players shall be broken by the first of the following procedures that does so:
1.  Head to Head results over the Uncle Tobys Tour events for the year 2002 (if only two players are tied).

2.
Highest approved computer ranking at the completion of the 2002 Uncle Tobys Tour.

3.
A coin flip or drawn by lot.

CONDITIONS:

Any Australian player who accumulates during these Uncle Tobys Tour events, fines of US$400 or more will not be eligible to receive an AO wildcard.

Tennis Australia reserves the right, as a condition of awarding this wildcard, to ensure that the player fulfills sponsorship requirements throughout Australian Open 2003, as required.
