Age Eligibility:

All Players must:
MEN: Minimum 14 years by 31/12/1999

WOMEN: Minimum 15 years by 15/9/2000

Make him/herself available for selection to represent his/her country in any of the International Team Championships of the Federation for 2 of the following years - 1997/1998/1999/2000 - provided that one of those years is either 1999 or 2000.  

In 1997,1998,1999 or 2000 of the Davis Cup or Fed Cup, a player who makes himself available for selection for one Tie will be deemed to have fulfilled the requirement for that year.

Number of Competitors
MEN: A maximum of four (4) men may compete in the men's singles event and a maximum of two (2) men may compete as a team in the men's doubles event.

WOMEN: A maximum of three (3) women may compete in the women’s singles event and a maximum of two (2) women may compete as a team in the women’s doubles event.

Nominations 
MEN: A maximum of four (4) men may be nominated by any one country unless that country has doubles players ranked 20 or better as of 10 July 2000.  In such case, the maximum number of men nominated by that country may be up to six (6).

WOMEN: A maximum of four (4) women may be nominated from any one country.

Size + Composition of Draws 


Where practical no players from the same country shall be placed in the same quarter of the Draw.

NAs / NOCs to advise ITF which of their eligible players have been selected to compete in the singles and doubles events; and 

Submit to ITF their applications for ITF Places (Wild Cards)

ITF selects ITF Places and advises NAs/NOCs

Tripartite Commission select the 2 Invitations (Wild Cards) for each of the men's and women's singles events.
